KOKOMO MEN OF NOTE

‘KEEP AMERICA SINGING’  MUSIC SCHOLARSHIP

Rules of Eligibility:


1.  The applicant, male or female, must be a graduating senior in one of the following qualifying high schools: Eastern, Kokomo, Kokomo Christian, Maconaquah, Northwestern, Taylor, Tipton, Tri-Central, Western. Home schooled students are also eligible.

2.  The applicant must be accepted by an accredited College or University and be pursuing a major in Music Education with an emphasis on vocal music.


3.  Applications will be accepted up to April 30 of the current calendar year.  A letter of recommendation from the candidate’s high school choral director must accompany the application.  


4.  Three character references, not family members, must be included on the application.


Application, including list of references, and letter of recommendation from the choral director shall be sent to: Raman Briggs, Music Scholarship Committee Chairman, Kokomo Chapter BHS, 2316 W. King Street, Kokomo, IN  46901.


The purpose of the scholarship grant is to “preserve and encourage vocal music in our education systems and in our communities as a lifelong recreational activity and an essential element in one’s cultural well being.”


The above excerpt is taken from the Vision Statement of the Barbershop Harmony Society.

A scholarship grant in the amount of $500.00 will be presented to the winning candidate by the Kokomo Chapter of the Barbershop Harmony Society, known locally as the Kokomo Men of Note.  The award will be sent directly to the Scholarship Committee or the bursar of the College or University where the student will matriculate.


A Scholarship Committee from the Men of Note, consisting of the President, Music Vice President, Musical Director and the Music Scholarship Committee Chairman shall review the applications and determine the recipient of the scholarship award. An audition may be requested if the committee deems it necessary in order to make a final decision.


A certificate designating the scholarship award shall be presented to the recipient at the Awards Day ceremonies of the school system represented.
